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Wirral Greens support call to cut traffic speeds

The Green Party has welcomed Cllr. Jeff Green’s call for a reduction in speed limits on residential roads in Wirral. Commenting on the “20’s plenty” initiative, the party’s candidate in New Brighton Cynthia Stonall says: “Excessive traffic speed on our roads is not only dangerous it also has a hugely negative impact on people’s quality of life. It prevents our children from playing outdoors, discourages adults from walking and cycling and is of course undermining local air quality and contributing to climate chaos.”
The Green Party is encouraging Wirral Council to follow the lead set earlier this year by Portsmouth, which became the first city in Britain to implement a 20mph speed limit on all residential roads. Wirral has the opportunity to become a beacon for other council’s in the North West. This needs to be a priority especially when one considers the report from the Health Development Agency showing that children’s deaths and injuries would fall by 67 per cent if 20mph were the speed limit on residential roads.
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
